Our school curriculum will be kept under review in order to respond to the changing needs of our learners.
As part of our self-evaluation process and alongside our cluster work we will continuously seek the views of pupils, parents, carers and governors to ensure our curriculum continues to evolve to meet the needs of our learners.

· interventions.


Our curriculum

Our curriculum also aligns to the mandatory requirements of teaching Welsh, English, Relationships and Sexuality Education (RSE), Religion, Values and Ethics (RVE), and the cross curricula skills of literacy, numeracy and digital competence.
